Welcome to Burley Model Allotments! There are just a few formalities to deal with. Tenants of 

Leeds City Council (L.C.C.) Allotments are required by the L.C.C. to sign a Tenancy 

Agreement. Burley Model Allotments Association (B.M.A.A.) is managed on L.C.C’s behalf by 

the plot holders themselves. In general, B.M.A.A. rules are based on the rules for tenants of 

L.C.C. allotments. Where B.M.A.A. does not have a specific rule, the L.C.C. rule comes into 

effect. The rules are mainly concerned with being a good neighbour to other plot holders and 

people whose homes overlook the site. 

Will you please read these rules, then complete and sign the attached form, and return it when 

you make your Rental payment. This is a one-time only request and you will not have to sign 

again next year.
